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   Before The Foundation of the World

     “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiri-
tual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ.” 
Eph. 1:1.  Many believe that they are already in 
Christ because Christ is in them. Col. 1:27 says, 
“…which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.” 
(Hope is something that you don’t possess yet. 
Christ is in you, but you have yet to come into the 
glory of the Christ.) 
     Is He being manifested in you; is He appear-
ing in you? (2 Th. 2) Can the world see His 
righteousness in you? (Ps. 22:30-31). Does His 
seed remain in you and you go no more out? 
(Rev. 3:12; 7:14-5). These are compelling ques-
tions that we need to ask ourselves. The scriptures 
tell us to judge ourselves to see whether we are in 
the faith, not to condemn, but to examine our-
selves. 
     Over 30 years ago, I considered the rapture 
doctrine . I thought, “If I were taken right then, as 
a new Christian, into the presence of God, the 
darkness still in me would draw back from the 
light.” At that moment, God spoke audibly to me, 
“Yea, and I will try you in all points of your 
life.” I’ve remained in faith to His processing in 
my life even when others said, “He said it is fin-
ished, so you are finished and you don’t have to 
do that; that is works.” I’ve come to know when 
He speaks such things, that it isn’t for one mem-
ber, but applies to the whole body of Christ. In 
that statement,  He gave a promise that when He 
was done, there would be nothing that would draw 
back from His light. I believe that He is well able 
to do that which He has promised. I Jn.3::2-3, 
“…and it has not yet been revealed what we shall 
be, but we know that when He is revealed, we 
shall be like Him; for we shall see Him as He is. 
And everyone who has this hope in Him purifies 
himself, just as He is pure.” 
     It has been said that, “It is not by works’ and I 
would say, “Not by the works of the flesh.” God is 
asking us to come into agreement with His work 
in us. Abraham had to believe what God spoke to 
him and his works manifested his faith in God. It 

was not his works, but his agreement with God’s 
work in his life. 
     James 2:20-24,26 asks, “…that faith without 
works is dead? Was not Abraham our father justi-
fied by works when he offered Isaac his son on the 
altar? Do you see that faith was working together 
with his works, and by works faith was made per-
fect? And the scripture was fulfilled which says, 
“Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to 
him for righteousness.”  And he was called the 
friend of God. You see then that a man is justified 
by works, and not by faith only  For as the body 
without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is 
dead also.” 
     Abraham believed God and it was accounted to 
him for faith.  His faith was put into action. Faith 
is believing and believing is—trusting in, relying 
upon, and adhering to. 
     God has revealed to us what was in His mind 
before He ever said, “In the Beginning”               
(Gen. 1:1; Eph.1:9-12)  “…having made known to 
us the mystery of His will, according to His good 
pleasure which He purposed in Himself, that in the 
dispensation of the fullness of the times he might 
gather together in one all things in Christ, both 
which are in heaven and which are on earth—in 
Him. In Him also we have obtained an inheritance, 
being predestined according to the purpose of Him 
who works all things according to the counsel of 
his will, that we who first trusted in Christ should 
be to the praise of His glory.” 
     Are you fully trusting in Him to bring forth His 
glory that will be a praise unto Him? See I Peter 
1:3-5; I Cor. 15:50-54. 
     I Peter 2:9 “…but you are a chosen generation, 
a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special 
people, that you may proclaim the praises of 
Him who called you out of darkness into His mar-
velous light.” (Proclaim is “to publish, celebrate.” 
Praises means “properly manliness (valor); excel-
lence. 
     To say that we are already manifesting these 
praises to the full measure of what was in God’s 
mind before He began is misleading to say the                 
least. If there is anything in us that isn’t in agree-
ment with the life that He has placed within the 



darkness of our soul, then we are an unfinished 
product. Eph. 1:4-10 and I Peter 1:20 give us the 
understanding that before God ever began, He had 
it finished in His mind.  No master artist or builder 
would begin a work without first envisioning the 
finished product in his mind.  How much more so 
would God, the divine Creator, do the same. 
     Isa. 46:10 says, “Declaring the end from the 
beginning, and from ancient times the things that 
are not yet done, saying, My counsel shall stand, 
and I will do all my pleasure.” 
      It has been said, “There is nothing that we can 
do since we were in Christ before the foundation 
of the world.” (I would say, before the work of 
God was ever started.) The work in us is not com-
plete until we come to a full manifestation of His 
image. The image is still hidden within the stone 
when we are not in complete manifestation. 
     One kingdom ministry speaks of a new dimen-
sion that “knows no boundaries or limitation and 
is not bound by lower laws of time and space, 
right and wrong, or any other law that governs the 
lower vibratory dense realm we call time, space, 
and matter.”  (This sounds like lawlessness!).  
     He also says, “We want you to see the cross as 
the finished work of Christ. There is absolutely 
nothing for you to do. Nothing! Nothing but be-
lieve and rest in what was accomplished at Cal-
vary.” 
     Some have gone so far as to say, “In God’s 
eyes He only sees the finished product.” I say this, 
as an artist, the finished product is always in the 
artist’s mind while he is at work hammering away 
at the stone. If the stone said, “Stop! I’m a fin-
ished work, because I’m finished in your mind,.” 
and, if he stopped, would the image ever be mani-
fest for everyone to see? Don’t worry, God won’t 
stop until He has accomplished His plan. What if 
Abraham, Noah, Moses or Joshua had not put their 
faith to work in what God commanded them to 
do? They were blessed for faith and not unbelief. 
   “For I reckon that the sufferings of this present 
time are not worthy to be compared with the glory 
which shall be revealed in us” Rom. 8:18. We 
need to yield and come into agreement with the 
handiwork of God in our lives and not resist the 
processing. He is bringing us out of darkness into 
His marvelous light. The work is not done in us 
until He has put His approval (signature, name 
upon us. Rev. 2:17.  
     Further scriptures that deal with these things 
are: Rev. 2:17; I Jn. 3:10-16,22-24; 1:5-10; Gal. 

4:19; Rom. 5:1-5; I Cor. 3:11-15; I Peter 1:7; Heb. 
2:12; Mal. 1:6-8; 2:17; 3:1; Zech. 14:2-21; Rev. 
7:14-15. 
     God is not just able to forgive your sins, but He 
is well able to cleanse you from all unrighteous-
ness. To say that we are clean and clothed upon 
when we aren’t is to deceive ourselves. Let us 
confess our sins and allow Him to cleanse us as 
we drink His blood (Life is in the blood) and eat 
His flesh. Will you yield to the Potter’s hands as 
He brings you to the completed work that He 
promised before He ever began? Will you be in 
faith? Our trial by fire is to prove or put to the 
proof what is abiding in you—is it Him or an im-
poster? 
     My prayer is this: “Lord, put your laws so deep 
in our hearts and minds to where we never leave 
from before your throne (Authority) whether it be 
night, when all seems to be dark, nor in the day; 
when all is going well and we forget You. Let us 
do only those things that please You so that we 
will be to the praise of Your glory.”  Amen.

     The Lord has given me many dreams and vi-
sions over the years. Some have been like those 
dreams seen by Daniel, and some of the visions 
have been similar in style to the visions that John 
saw in Revelation.  
     I was seeking the Lord one morning when He 
spoke to me and said, “I am the Alpha and the 
Omega, the beginning and the end, and I never 
change.  Even to this day I am the beginning as 
well as the end, and I always will be.” Then He 
quickened to me that which is written in Rev. 
1:10, “I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s day.” The 
Lord said, “All that which John witnessed in the 
Revelation, he did not see by vision or by dream, 
but rather I took him in the spirit to the beginning 
where he actually witnessed Satan and his angels 
fall from heaven (Rev. 12:7-9). I also took John to 
the end where he witnessed the great white throne 
of judgment (Rev. 20:11-15).” 
     Until this moment, I had never really given any 
consideration as to why it was written that Jesus 
was the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and 
the end, but now this was taking on a whole new 
definition for me.  
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     How can any man comprehend the power of 
God, a spiritual Being who is not limited to the 
laws of time and space as man is?  I have learned 
that most unbelief is well rooted in man trying to 
comprehend the spiritual things of God with natu-
ral understanding  It cannot be done, and this is 
why the Lord is willing to give any of us the gift 
of His Spirit so that we might be able to under-
stand and know God . For it is as it is written in I 
Cor. 2:11, “For what man knows the things of man 
except the spirit of man who is in him? Even so, 
the things of God no man knows, only the Spirit of 
the Lord. Now we have not received the spirit of 
this world, but the spirit which is of God so that 
we might know the things which are freely given 
to us of God.” I then experienced a new thing, for 
after a few thoughts, the Lord allowed me to quit 
trying to reason out what had happened to John, 
and I believed that it was so  I now realized that 
the Lord was preparing me for something by re-
vealing unto me how He was the Alpha and the 
Omega. I became very excited, realizing that the 
Lord was about to do a new thing for me. 
     The Lord led me to read all of Revelation 5 
“And I saw, in the right hand of him that sat 
upon the throne, a book written on both sides, 
and then sealed with 7 seals. And I saw a strong 
angel, proclaiming with a loud voice, ‘Who is 
worthy to open the book or who was able to 
look inside.  And I wept much because no man 
was found worthy to open and to read the book, 
neither to look upon it.  Then one of the elders 
said unto me, ‘Do not weep, for behold, the 
Lion of the tribe of Judah, the root of David 
has prevailed to open the book, and to loose the 
7 seals upon it. And I beheld, and lo, in the 
midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and 
in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb, as it 
had been slain, having 7 horns, and 7 eyes, 
which are the 7 spirits of God sent forth into all 
the earth 
     “And he came and took the book out of the 
right hand of him that sat on the throne. And 
when he had taken the book, the 4 beasts and 
the 24 elders fell down before the Lamb, every-
one having harps and golden vials full of odors, 
which are the prayers of the saints. And they 
sung a new song saying, “You are worthy to 
take the book, and to open the seals thereof; for 
you were slain and have redeemed us to God by 
your blood out of every kindred, and tongue 
and people, and nation. And you have made us 

to be kings and priests unto our God; and we 
shall reign on the earth. And I beheld, and I 
heard the voice of many angels who were 
around the throne, and also the beasts and the 
elders. And the number of them was 10,000 
times 10,000, and 1000’s and 1000’s: and they 
were saying with a loud voice, “Worthy is the 
Lamb who was slain to receive power, and 
riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honor, 
and glory, and blessing.” 
     Wow! Even though I had read this chapter 
many times before, I had never realized just how 
big a heavenly event this was, seeing that there 
were at least 10,000,000 heavenly creatures wit-
nessing this event. The Lord also confirmed again 
that John did not witness this event by vision or 
dream because one of the 24 elders actually came 
over to John and spoke to him. All of a sudden, I 
felt the presence of the Lord come upon me, and 
in a moment, I felt the heavens parted and sud-
denly I found myself at this very same event de-
scribed in Revelation 5.  The Lord showed me the 
events that occurred from the time that Jesus was 
crucified on the cross until He appeared as the 
Lamb that was slain in Rev. 5.  I perceived that 
there was a lot more about these events than what 
I had previously understood; and I also perceived 
that I was about to learn more about Jesus Christ 
than what I had previously known. 
     It was then that the Lord asked, “When did I 
get the victory?”  I thought about this for a mo-
ment, and I answered with what I had always be-
lieved, “Lord, did you not get the victory when 
you suffered and died on the cross?”  
     The Lord asked me, “Were there not thousands 
of others that were also crucified on those same 
Roman crosses; and did they not also suffer 
greatly before they died?” 
     I answered, “Yes, Lord, they did.” 
     The Lord said, “So then, if the victory was got-
ten through the suffering and death of the cross, 
then why did not all of those thousands who suf-
fered and died in like manner also get the victory? 
Should not they also be worshipped and served as 
“Lord”?  
     I answered timidly, “Lord, I suppose the reason 
I do not worship them is because they did not die 
for my sins like You did.” 
     The Lord’s answer was: “This is truth: for I 
willingly offered Myself up for you so that by My 
blood your sins could be forgiven, and that you 
could be sanctified by this truth  I shed My blood 
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so that the guilty blood could be redeemed by the 
innocent blood.  Surely the new covenant is estab-
lished in My blood. 
     “Let My blood signify unto you that you have a 
Lord whose love for you is so great that I willingly 
suffered and died for each one who comes to be-
lieve on Me. Let My blood always be a sign unto 
you, a sign that My love and My forgiveness is 
greater than the sin that dwells in you. When I 
died on that cross, the veil in the temple tore com-
pletely in two, from top to bottom, signifying the 
end of the old and the beginning of the new. No 
longer could the sins of any be atoned for by the 
blood of bulls and lambs, but by My blood only. 
But still, if the victory was not found in the suffer-
ing and shedding of blood on that cross, then 
where was it?  Was not the only victory that was 
found on the day of My death that which the 
wicked thought they had won because they were 
able to crucify Me? Again, the cross is a symbol 
of the greatness of the love that I have for all sin-
ners, but truly, it is also a symbol of the hatred that 
the hypocrites and the wicked have towards all 
things that pertain to God. 
     “Do not forget this truth—the only victory that 
the cross signifies is that which the hypocrites and 
the wicked thought they obtained when they cruci-
fied Me; for it was here that the heathen of this 
world united with the religion of the self-righteous 
to murder the Son of God. Have you not yet per-
ceived that even the people of God found more 
value in choosing a murderer and a thief unto 
themselves rather than the Son sent to them from 
their God?  In this is found the enmity that rules 
over all those who are kept in bondage to the 
thoughts and desires of the carnal mind: a mind 
which lusts to hate any thought, any man, or any 
doctrine that allows for the God of life to have any 
reign over it. This is the blindness of this world, 
the ignorance that keeps those who are carnally 
minded separated from the life that I created for 
men to be partakers of. Have I not revealed unto 
you that My will for you is that you may all be 
partakers of abundant life? Is it not written that 
when I rule in your hearts, you will experience a 
peace and joy that those of this world could not 
possibly experience? 
     “I have no desire to reign over the lives of men 
through force, or intimidation, cruelty, or oppres-
sion. In truth, I was crucified because I came into 
this world to free the minds of men from the mis-
ery and oppression that has ruled over them. Do 

you now see more clearly how the victory the 
world thought they had won was to rid the world 
of all My influence, My ways, and My thoughts? 
For My Spirit, My ways and My thoughts free the 
souls of men from the corruption and oppression 
of worldly governments and false religions. Of 
course, the victory that these thought they had 
won was only an illusion in their own minds. 
These are they who are blinded by the darkness, 
ignorant of how great it is for Me to be your God. 
Let the cross always be a symbol to you, believing 
in your hearts that you truly are the object of all 
My love and affection, for all the thoughts that I 
think towards you, they are thoughts to do you 
good, to give you abundant life and peace of 
mind.” 
     The Lord continued to question me, “If the vic-
tory was not at the cross, then where was it? Was 
it n the tomb when I arose from the dead?” 
     Seeing that I had erred so with my last answer , 
I thought better of it this time, carefully consider-
ing what I might reply.. After I considered it for a 
time, I said, “Lord, I know that it is written in I 
Corinthians 15:26 that “The last enemy that shall

     “You know that it is written that no eye has 
seen, nor has any ear heard, and neither has there 
been any heart that has been able to perceive the 
things that are of God; for who has seen and heard 
and understood that these are the things which 
have been prepared for the church, my bride.
