    “It is as it is written, that this world, by the wis-
dom of this world, is completely ignorant of God. 
This world’s wisdom is that which darkens the 
understanding and knowledge of man’s thoughts 
so that he cannot comprehend any of the thoughts 
and ways of God. Even so, man is able to mask his 
ignorance of God by reason of the reasonings he 
uses and the opinions that he forms to define his 
own interpretation of God. Every man’s natural 
wisdom, understanding, and knowledge is his 
idolatry; for every man believes and does those 
things which his own wisdom, understanding, 
knowledge instruct him to be right and good. It is 
this vain wisdom, understanding, and knowledge 
that comes forth as long as men continue to eat 
from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. 
This is the tree whereby each man sees and be-
lieves his own judgments to be the source of good 
and evil, right and wrong, and truth and lies. He 
has no desire for the understanding, the wisdom, 
or the knowledge that comes from above that re-
veals the truth about God; the truth that restores 
communion and fellowship with God. 
Isaiah 55:8 “For my thoughts are not your 
thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith 
the Lord.” 

I Corinthians 8:1 “Now as touching things of-
fered unto idols, we know that we all have 
knowledge. Knowledge puffs up, but love edi-
fies. And if any man thinks that he knows any-
thing, he knows nothing yet as he ought to 
know. But if any man loves God, the same is 
known of him.” 

John 1:10-11 “He was in the world, and the 
world was made by him, and the world knew 
him not. He came unto his own, and his own 
received him not.” 

I Corinthians 1:21 “For after that in the wis-
dom of God the world by wisdom knew not 
God…..2:7,8 “But we speak the wisdom of God 
in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which 

God ordained before the world unto our glory; 
which none of the princes of this world knew: 
for had they known it, they would not have 
crucified the Lord of glory.” 

Jer. 4:22 “For my people are foolish, they have 
not known me; they are sottish children, and 
they have no understanding: they are wise to do 
evil, but to do good they have no knowledge.” 

“Since the fall of Adam and Eve, all men who 
have continued to eat the fruit that comes forth 
from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil 
continue to walk in darkness. They are alienated 
and separated from the love, the peace of mind, 
the joy, the patience, the goodness, the belief, the 
holiness, and the life that comes forth from the 
fruits of the Spirit of the Lord.

the doubts, the loneliness, the hypocrisy, the slan-
der, and many other such like thoughts that fallen 
man is familiar with in his thinking. No man who

wisdom, his knowledge, and his understanding 
changes first. It is the thinking that comes forth 
from the Spirit of the Lord that is full of the good 
fruits of Life, and the Lord himself is that Spirit. 
There is no wisdom and knowledge that is natural 
to man that is able to understand or comprehend 
the spiritual thoughts of God, for the spiritual       
things of God are revealed through His Spirit unto 
all those who desire to know Him.  

                                    

     The third garden presented here, is at the end of 
winter, just before spring. There are nuts from the 
year before still clinging to the tree. The green 
plants are about to come out, and the buds on the 
vines and the flowers of the pomegranates are 
about to appear. A garden signifies the kingdom of 
heaven: so the different descriptions of the gar-
dens portray the kingdom in different processes of 
growth and perfection.  

      I sat back in my chair meditating on these 
things when I was surprised when that same 
screen popped up again on my computer. It was 
the one that said, “Choose either Box A or Box 
B.”  Box A said, “Keep and hold on to this file.”  

     Historically, this is the beginning of the dispen-
sation of grace and the fulfillment of the word of 
God concerning the coming of the Messiah and 
His redemptive work and the outpouring of the          
Holy Spirit. This came after the cold, dark night of 
the soul, as typified by winter. The nuts are the 
promises of God or truths of His Word. After His 
resurrection, Jesus led His disciple into a veritable 
garden of nuts they had never tasted before. 

      
  
 

      Box B said, “That which is in this file is that 
which Jesus Christ died for on the cross so that 
you might not have to live unto it” *Lord, I 
choose for you to delete my wisdom, my knowl-
edge, and my understanding from my thinking 
so that I may know you.”   

Under Box A was II Peter 2:12 “But these, as 
natural brute beasts, made to be taken and de-
stroyed, speak evil of the things that they do not 
understand; and they shall utterly perish in their 
own corruption”. I noticed there was another word 
underneath that word, and it was Hosea 4:6; I 
Cor.2:9-14, “My people are destroyed for a lack 
of knowledge; for they did not seek nor ask to 
know the things of God.” 

     As nuts cannot be eaten, neither do they show 
the sweetness of the meat within until the shells 
are broken, so it is with the precious promises in 
the Word of God. Unless the Lord opens up our 
spiritual understanding it is impossible to under-
stand the Word of God aright. The letter (the outer 
husk or outward meaning) must be done away 
with before we can arrive at the hidden spiritual 
meaning, or the meat of the Word which is sym-
bolized by the kernel of the nut. 

     I observed that under Box B was, Proverbs 
2:6; John 17:3 “For the Lord gives wisdom and 
out of his mouth comes knowledge and under-
standing; for everlasting life belongs to those who 
know God.” Again, I quickly pressed button B 
saying, “Lord, I gladly ask for you to delete all 
death from my thinking and the darkness of my 
ignorance that alienates and separates me from 
fellowship and communion with You.” 

     As a child I grew up in an area where there 
were no nut trees. When the walnuts came to the 
stores for Christmas, I thought they grew on the 
tree that way—with a shell that was fairly easy to 
crack. I’ll never forget the time we were visiting 
Bill Britton in Missouri. The nuts were ripe and 
his young boys had the fun of cracking them, 
which was not an easy job. I was amazed to see 
that the sweet walnuts were encased in big, black, 
hairy-looking shells. They did not look at all appe-
tizing! The boys took them to the basement where 
they hammered them on the concrete until they 
reached the inner tan-colored shell we were used 
to seeing. I could tell it was strenuous work! 

             THE SONG OF THE BRIDE

     Song of Solomon 6:11, “I went down into the 
garden of nuts to see the fruits of the valley, 
and to see whether the vine flourished, and the 
pomegranates budded.” 
     This is the third garden that is spoken of in this 
song. The first garden (2:12) is the garden of 
flowers and immature fruit, which shows late 
spring and early summer. Here everything gives 
promise of a harvest, but nothing is perfected.  

     I’ve never forgotten the lesson of the nuts! 
When people present their doctrines of the tradi-
tions of men which are but an outward literal in-
terpretation of scripture, I know they have never 
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given any effort to “cracking” that nut to get at the 
meat of it, to know what it means in the Spirit. 
They insist, “That’s exactly what the scriptures 
say! There is no way it could mean anything else!” 
That the Old Testament is full of nuts that explain 
the New Covenant, is not in any of their thoughts, 
yet it is the blueprint of all that comes after it! 

     The letter of the law has no nourishment or 
power to redeem one lost soul, any more than the 
outer husk of a nut has nourishment to sustain life. 
But when the Holy Spirit opens up the Word, there 
is sweetness, nourishment, and power hidden 
away at the heart of all God’s Word and promises. 
(2Cor. 1:20; 2 Peter 1:3,4). 

     The Lord has prepared a rich pasture in which 
we may feed. The Bible still stands today filled 
with treasures for all who will come to it. He is the 
only one who can take away the outward meaning 
of the letter, and show us the deep, spiritual, inner 
meaning. If we have heard the Word read and ex-
plained in a certain way since we were children, it 
is hard to break the shell to find the hidden mean-
ing within. We must have faith that God will open 
our understanding of what we read or hear. I know 
several virgins of the Lamb from whom the Lord 
has removed the Bible for a time until they were 
able to take a hold of His new word without those 
“old tapes” playing over in their minds! 

IS JESUS THE SAVIOUR OF ALL?       
Elaine--I feel the Spirit dealing with me to address 
this controversial issue. I find that most of those 
who are called to the high calling of God have re-
ceived the truth of this doctrine from the Holy 
Spirit Himself. In our travels we met many who 
wanted us to believe that Jesus is the Saviour of all 
mankind. I couldn’t say “Amen” to anything they 
told me, for I had to hear it from the Lord Himself. 
I set myself to seek the Lord concerning this, and, 
in time, He confirmed to me that it was true. Bill 
wasn’t yet sure so didn’t want me to tell others 
about it until it would be confirmed to him. I 
agreed that I wouldn’t bring it up unless they did. 
After that, I swear they started sharing this truth 
after we were barely in their door! That prompted 
Bill to earnest prayer and the Lord made it very 
real to him also.  

                   
     The Lord knows how to encourage His ser-
vants. Someone came to the door from a church in 
town and said, “Our pastor heard that there was 
someone here who is preaching that the Lord is 
going to save all men. Would you come and min-
ister at our church and tell us about that?” So, he 
ministered this good word to 100 people! 

     Then, came the weekend we spent with Larry 
and Betty Hodges. Larry said he had been coming 
against this message recently in his writings. I 
kept silent, so he asked, “You don’t believe that, 

do you?” This really put me on the spot, for I 
really wanted to be friends with them, and if I dis-
agreed on this subject, that might spoil our bud-
ding friendship. I had a little mental battle and 
then admitted, “Yes, I do.” 

    The challenge was right there: “Tell me why 
you believe it.”  

     I refused to do this. I said, “I sought the Lord 
until He told me the truth of the matter. Why don’t 
you ask Him to show you? I’m not going to try to 
convince you!” 

     Larry admitted, “I never thought of praying 
about it! I don’t know why! I’ve asked Him about 
other things and He’s told me about them.” Yet, 
all weekend he tried to get me to talk about it and I 
refused to do so! 

     The end of the matter was that the Lord made it 
very real to his heart from the Word. I was sur-
prised when he even wrote a book about it! When 
it came to his ministry, it presented problems be-
cause none of those to whom he ministered be-
lieved in this doctrine. He was invited to minister 
at a house meeting of a dozen or so close friends 
who did not give him a very friendly reception. 
They made it clear they did not want him to come 
again if that was what he was going to talk about! 

     Yet, Larry still had to wage a private battle 
concerning this doctrine. He prayed, “Lord, I re-
joice to know that You died to save all men and 
shall, in Your appointed time, bring them all. But, 
is it necessary to preach it? Wouldn’t it be all right 
if I believed it for myself but didn’t share it with 
others? Is there any real reason why I should ruin 
my ministry by telling others about it?” 

     I shall never forget the answer the Lord gave 
him! “If My people are to be conformed to My 
image as you teach, how shall they, unless they 
see Me as I truly am and not as tradition has 
taught?” Larry recognized that this was a direct 
reference to one of his favorite scriptures—I John 
3:1,2 which says, “Behold, what manner of love 
the Father has bestowed upon us, that we

should be called the sons (children) of God: 
therefore the world knoweth us not, because it 
knew Him not. Beloved, now are we the sons 
(children) of God, and it doth not yet appear 
what we shall be; but we know that when he 
shall appear, we shall be like Him; for we shall 
see Him as He is.” I understood what He meant 
because I know that we become like whatever we 
worship. If we perceive our God to be harsh, vin-
dictive and cruel, no matter how much we attempt 
to exonerate Him, we become like that. People 
who serve a severe, legalistic God are severe and 
legalistic themselves.   

     Another voice called out, “I see Jesus as the 
Lamb of God.” Jesus said, “This is the centurion 
who stood at the cross and said, ‘Truly, this was 
the Son of God.” 

     Another voice called out, “I see Him; as the 
Water of Life.” Jesus said, “She is the woman of 
Samaria who has come to the well, for she is 
thirsty.”        “I instantly knew that I was required to teach

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       THE TRUTH OF THE LINEN CLOTH   

    The Gospel of John (20:7) tells us that the nap-
kin, which was placed over the face of Jesus, was 
not just thrown aside like the grave clothes. The 
Bible takes an entire verse to tell us that the nap-
kin was neatly folded, and was placed at the head 
of that stony coffin. Is that important? You’d bet-
ter believe it! Is it really significant? Yes! In order 
to understand the significance of the folded nap-
kin, you have to understand a little bit about the 
Hebrew tradition of that day.  

     The folded napkin had to do with the Master 
and Servant, and every Jewish boy knew this tra-
dition. When the servant set the dinner table for 
the master, he made sure that it was exactly the 
way the master wanted it. The table was furnished 
perfectly, and then the servant would wait, just out 
of sight, until the master had finished eating, and 
the servant would not dare touch that table until 
the master was finished.  

     Now, if the master was done eating, he would 
rise from the table, wipe his fingers, his mouth, 
and clean his beard, and would wad up that napkin 
and toss it on to the table. The servant would then 
know to clear the table. For in those days, the 
wadded napkin meant, “I’m done.” But, if the 
master got up from the table, and folded his nap-
kin, and laid it beside his plate, the servant would 
not dare touch the table, because the servant knew 
that the folded napkin meant, “I’m not finished 
yet.” The folded napkin meant, “I’m coming 
back!”  He is coming back!

1--Loneliness or Busyness: Sometimes when my 
friends who live alone tell me how wonderful it is 
to have so much quiet time to seek the Lord, I feel 
a little guilty because my life is just the opposite. I 
find myself looking to Him in the midst of my 
busy life with snatches of prayer and praise issu-
ing from my lips. One day recently He spoke to 
me, “Whether in loneliness or busyness, I am able 
to speak—to guide and to direct. You have experi-
enced both the loneliness and the busyness and 
have found Me in the midst of both states. Take no 
guilt that you are about your Father’s business, but 
know that I am able to speak to you at any time. 

     “This has been a ‘test’ for you, for the ‘alone-
times’ have been presented as the only way to 
seek My Face.

are on the phone—at all times and in all situations. 
I can speak when a relationship of union has been 
established.
