Part 45                                                Elaine  
Song of Solomon 7:1 “How beautiful are thy 
feet with shoes, O prince’s daughter!”  

     

 7:1b, “Thy rounded thighs are like jewels, 
the work of the hands of a skillful workman.” 
We must bear in mind that this is spoken of the 
company of virgins who make up the bride.  The 
bride is always pictured as feminine, but she is 
composed of many virgins (both male and female) 
who have not been defiled with man’s traditions 
and heresies.  The Spirit, through the prophetess 

Jane Leade, spoke of a Virgin Church that would 
arise at the end of the Church Age. 

Now we are given the words of this victory-
dance song (7:-1-5).  The daughters of Jerusalem 
tell of the bride’s preparation for the work of God 
by recounting her life and way.  Every step she 
takes is beautiful in the eyes of those who behold 
her.  There are no inconsistencies in her life – no 
wavering or sliding back.  She has put on the 
Truth of the gospel so perfectly that her feet are 
covered, and her steps are firm.  These shoes of 
the preparation of the gospel of peace having liv-
ing power in them to hold our feet from slipping, 
or getting out of the path.  We need to refuse all 
slipshod footgear of error.  We need to refuse to 
have our feet so thinly clad with Truth that every 
sharp rock pierces our feet and every pebble will 
turn them out of the way. 

In addressing her as “O prince’s daughter” there is 
a recognition of her descent from nobility and of 
her birth from a royal line (even Christ’s lineage, 
the line of Judah who are chosen to rule!)  We 
must set our faces to know the Truth, and to settle 
for nothing less.  We do not follow a man who 
claims to have “the latest truth.”  Our truth comes 
from living and walking with Him Who is the 
Truth! No one judges our knowledge of the bible 
by our testimony.  The gospel must be working 
out in our lives, and manifested in our daily walk.  
God is faithful to lead us step by step, affording us 
opportunities to appropriate the power in the gos-
pel, and to have our faith perfected.  With every 
test, our feet are covered more perfectly and se-
curely.   

Like Jacob of old, whose name was changed 
when his nature was changed, this Virgin Church 
has been so weakened in the way, so dealt with, so 
chastened and trained, that they can do nothing of 
themselves.  Their collective “thigh”, the strongest 
muscle of the body, has been put out of joint by 
the Hand of the Lord.  Now they are no longer 
strong in self.  In themselves, they limp.  The se-
cret of their strength is that they must have the 
presence and direction of their heavenly Ark.  
They realize they cannot live outside the presence 
of He Who is their life.  It is no wonder that their 
subdued strength and will is compared to jewels. 
The Lord takes the credit for their beauty, for it 
came about through “the hands of a skillful 
Workman.”  He alone has subdued the strength of 
self and caused us to cling to His strength! 

    7:2a “Thy navel is like a round goblet, which 
wanteth not liquor.”  The liquor is also referred 
to as mixed wine and it points to the Blood of Je-
sus. The body, or the navel, is compared to a gob-
let filled to overflowing with red wine.  This 
shows us the figure of that which fastens the girdle 
together.  This is a description of the ruby set 
clasp that holds the girdle together, and makes it 
immovable.  The wine of the ruby clasp symbol-
izes the new Wine of the kingdom.  Through the 
shed blood of Jesus Christ, the bride can put on 
the girdle of the Truth of God, which binds the 
loins so that our steps are held firm. 

We can gird our walk with human goodness, or 
with man’s theories. We can wrap around us the 
dying fig leaves of man’s efforts and strength.  Or 
we can fasten it with the clasp of human resolu-
tions.  Then again, some are girding themselves 
with New Age doctrines whereby they may be 
their own god.  But, know this – at the first attack 
of the enemy, at the first stress of passing some 
hard obstacle, the girdle will give way and the 
clasp will be shattered, leaving us defeated, naked, 
and undone.  Every Truth of God operating in our 
life is like a jewel.  The Holy Spirit, the skillful 



Workman, leads us into all Truth until these jew-
els of God’s Word are put on, one by one.  They 
are fastened together by daily taking up our cross 
and following Christ, ever keeping in the place of 
death.  As the bride lives out the gospel daily, the 
full goblet that Christ has filled for her is now 
brought to others.  As they behold her girdle of 
Truth and the blood red clasp that holds it to-
gether, and witness the real gospel being lived out, 
they also long to partake of this gospel and to be 
thus adorned. 

     FROM MY PRAYER TIMES     Elaine 

1. My Mail: I know you would have rejoiced at 
the privilege of reading my mail since I have been 
receiving confirming letters from the Body of 
Christ who witness that we are coming into the 
Feast of Tabernacles. Because the Lord has made 
this real to you, I feel free to share with you the 
present dealings of the Lord with us here. We 
never know what to expect when the three of us 
wait upon the Lord. He said we were entering a 
new classroom for “post-graduate studies.” He is 
going to teach us, for a time, how to walk in His 
new ways.  

2. Cleansing Isaac’s Wells: The lessons have 
been quite diverse. One day, while resting, the 
Spirit spoke to my heart that He was now clean-
sing us of false concepts concerning His nature. 
It was so real that for many years He has been 
dealing with our self-life, and now He is dealing 
with our thoughts about Him! 

He dropped this thought into my heart: “I am 
cleansing Isaac’s wells from what the Philistines 
have put in there of their own wisdom and carnal 
thinking.” Philistines typify worldly knowledge 
which always tries to “muddy” the waters of truth 
which men of God have digged. Isaac is not 
known for mighty exploits, but he is a wonderful 
example of one who was able to find living waters 
wherever he went. The Philistines always strove 
over these waters and threw dirt in them, but Isaac 
was always able to find more water! Oh, that we 
might rejoice that our Father has opened up to us 
wells of living water that are always flowing! 

   It seems, though, that our Father must cleanse 
the dirt out of our wells and remove the untrue 
thoughts of the nature of our Father’s heart. Like 
the elder son who was angry because he felt the 
prodigal son did not deserve his father’s blessings, 
the Philistines have told us that he surely deserves 

to go to hell and be punished everlastingly. They 
hold no forgiveness for him! They know not the 
nature of the Father who was yearning for his 
wayward son and watching longingly for him 
while as yet he was a long ways off. And, when he 
came to his senses and returned to his father, his 
father treated him like a prince and this is what the 
elder brother couldn’t stand.  

 This attitude is part of the dirt that those of car-
nal thinking and interpretation of the scriptures 
have put in our “wells” and of which we must be 
cleansed.   

3. Sharing with Others: A brother requested 
that I share more on “the garment of accommoda-
tion.” When I looked to the Lord, I heard: “They 
have to see My feet first before they hear My 
mouth!”  

Put very simply, that means that we need to 
show some love, caring, compassion, perhaps 
help, to a person before we lay the claims of the 
gospel upon them. We need to demonstrate our 
faith and love in a very genuine, practical way be-
fore we can expect them to listen to the words of 
our mouths about the Lord! 

4. Holy Communion: A reader asked me about 
taking holy communion. One friend told her, 
“When we read God’s Word, we are partaking of 
Him, so we don’t need to partake of bread and 
wine.” Another friend said she took it and be-
lieved she was healed.  

My answer, after I prayed, was: “The commun-
ion meal is a sign that the covenant has been made 
and is in full effect. The emblems of the meal can-
not heal anyone, but faith in My covenant, even 
the New Covenant made by the shedding of the 
Blood of the Lamb of God, can heal the believing 
one. It is a looking to that which I have done for 
you that brings a realization of My offering for 
you. We partake of His spiritual meat and drink in 
the fulfillment of the New Covenant of which the 
Last Supper spoke.  

5. The Spoken Word: The Lord dropped this 
into my heart, from I Kings 17:1: “And Elijah …. 
said unto Ahab, As the Lord God of Israel liveth, 
before whom I stand, there shall not be dew nor 
rain these years, but according to My word.” I 
knew that the Lord was saying that personally to 
His called-out ones who have given Him His place

are as a city set upon a hill. The rays of the city 
shine forth and light the way for the wayfarer who 
is searching for the light.  

as King in their lives. They will order their lives 
by His Word through their lips! 

6. That Same Love: I was singing “At the 
Cross” and couldn’t stop crying. Then, I heard, 
echoing in my spirit, these words: “Take the 
world, but give me Jesus!” I believe it is from a 
song, but I don’t know it.  

 “Set My words as frontlets before your eyes 
(frontispiece—part of the helmet, before the fore-
head and eyes) and carry them about thy neck. 
Keep His “now” Words in the forefront of your 
hearts and minds.  Then I heard the Spirit say: “I have broken your 

heart with love for Me, My love, so that you might 
love others with that same Love wherewith I have 
loved you. How I have longed for a people—not 
only to know My heart, but to share it—to feel all 
the Love and compassion that I feel for My crea-
tion. As My sons understand more fully that I have 
given them the heathen for their inheritance, they 
will bestir themselves to love more perfectly with 
a Love that can rise above every man’s sin and see 
no man as an “impossible” sinner. My sacrifice 
will loom so great in their eyes that they will know 
that it is truly sufficient for all creation. Weep for 
joy that it is so!” 

9. An Edict of Surrender:  I heard these words 
in the spirit: “My heart is moved whene’er I think 
of Jesus. There is a shift in the heavenlies. An 
edict of surrender has gone forth—that remnant 
people whom I have prepared for this day now 
stand before Me, with heads bowed, and hands 
empty of their own works. These are ready to sub-
due kingdoms, shut the mouths of lions, and bring 
to naught all that would exalt itself against Me in 
this, My Day.” 

9. Mary—with Child: The scene of Mary with 
the babe came before me and I heard these words 
in my spirit: “You are experiencing the same thing 
as did Mary—carrying a babe born of flesh and of 
the divine—as a new species of mankind!” 

7. The Power of Purity: The Lord reminded me 
of the scene He had shown me of Jesus riding into 
Jerusalem on an ass and how it typified that new 
age that was coming in which His Spirit would 
ride upon our carnal, beastly nature to subdue it.  Although our minds acknowledged that we 

were born anew when the Spirit of Christ came 
into us, it is still an awesome thing to have the 
Lord speak thus to our hearts. I heard Isa. 6:4, 
“And the posts of the door moved at the voice of 
Him that cried, and the house was filled with 
smoke.” That’s when Isaiah cried, “Woe is me!” 
And that is how we feel some days when the Lord 
meets with us. As the literal temple shook, so do 
our frail temples shake at His Words and that 
which faces us in this hour of the Lord’s dealings! 

He is showing me now that the time for the 
white horse has come. This is no longer the Spirit 
moving upon us to subdue our natures; it is we 
who are riding with Him on the horse! We are rid-
ing upon this powerful, beautiful beast well known 
for its strength and swiftness! What is that strength 
that we ride upon with our Lord? It is the power of 
purity! It is His nature inworked  in us.  

Rev. 19:11, “And I saw heaven opened, and be-
hold a white horse; and He that sat upon him was 
called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He 
doth judge and make war.” 

10. Jesus Discarded: It is good for us to see 
things on earth as God sees them, although it is 
often very hard to bear. Recently, He showed 
Elisabeth something that touched us deeply. She 
saw a dumpster (large, public garbage bin), where 
people had been throwing their used Christmas 
trees. Beside the dumpster was a baby lying, 
wrapped up in a blanket. It was a live baby, and it 
was very cold. The skin color was such that it 
could have been of any nation.  

Years ago I was shown that a number of people 
were riding on that white horse with the Lord. 
Now He is telling me that the time has come when 
we may also be called faithful and true, and the 
power that we have shall be the power of purity—
the fact that we desire Him alone to go forth in us 
in His power. It is the purity of our love toward 
Him that gives us His strength. (This is quite op-
posite to what the world sees as power: the power 
of might).  

She understood that this was how the world’s 
carnal Christians regard the Christ and the place 
they have given Him. When the festivities of the 
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celebration are over, they continue on their merry 
way, running their own lives. 

11. I Will Arise and Go Forth: “Yet, there are 
those who esteem Me as most precious and re-
spond to My words as did Abraham: ‘I will arise 
and go forth’. They take to the altar that which is 
dearest and best to them—even self-will—and of-
fer it unto Me saying, ‘Though He slay me, yet 
will I trust Him.’ 

“It is unto these that I have entrusted the bring-
ing-in of My Kingdom, even My reign, in the 
earth. But it was needful for you to know the real-
ity of those who follow not Me and the place that 
they have given Me—a place with discarded 
things. They have no need of Me and know not 
that they are empty and blind and naked without 
Me. Yet, I love them and have paid the price of 
their redemption. They need to see the Word 
made flesh once again, walking in the earth.” 

12. He Is Birthed Within: “My people are 
warming themselves at a fire that delights the 
natural man—gifts for each other, food, treats, 
family in attendance—a comfort indeed for the 
natural man. 

 “But My true ones know the reality of My pres-
ence. They need no man-made trappings to remind 
them of My birth! I am present with them always 
and their hearts are glad always at the gift that I 
have given them of Myself—that I have been 
birthed within them and have made of them a new 
race—a new species of man. This is the New Jeru-
salem that is born from above, whereas men 
gather together under the Old Jerusalem banner, 
not recognizing He Who came down from above 
to bring them into His place as He came into 
theirs. Walk with understanding of that which you 
are and of what I have done in your life!” 

13. Another Lesson: When a number of us re-
built the deck on our home, in obedience to the 
Lord’s direction, He dropped this word into Elisa-
beth’s heart: ‘Get used to it!” In other words, He 
was saying He would initiate other divine projects 
to teach us the new ways of the kingdom.  

 I awoke Saturday morning with the thought that 
we should drive the 30 miles to Bonners Ferry, 
Idaho. We go there about once a month to buy 
groceries. But I didn’t need any groceries, so I 
couldn’t understand why we should go there. Fur-
thermore, it was snowing outside and we seldom 

go out on the road when fresh snow is falling. So, 
I considered all my arguments and dropped the 
thought. 

The morning passed and it was almost mid-
afternoon when Bill told us about his burden for 
our neighbors who are refugees from Sierra Leone 
in Africa. He felt their outer wear was not warm 
enough for our climate. I ran to my closet and 
handed him a jacket that I was no longer wearing. 
He took it next door and it fit the mother perfectly. 
She did a little dance for joy.  

We could see that the burden was still upon him 
for the rest of the family, so I timidly admitted that 
I had felt we would be going to the U.S. today. 
There are several Thrift Stores there where we 
could find jackets for the four children. Now I 
knew the reason for our going! Bill and Elisabeth 
agreed even though it was snowing and we’d be 
driving home in the dark—the two things we al-
ways avoid!  

When we got there, we found that one store had 
closed up and we couldn’t find the other one, so 
we went to the smaller one that gives their pro-
ceeds to the pet adoption society. By this time they 
had CLOSED up and would not be open until after 
Christmas. The door was locked, but I saw the 
clerks inside. I felt the Lord didn’t send us here for 
nothing, so I went to the door and they opened it. I 
told them what we were looking for and they were 
most kind and helpful. They even served as mod-
els for the jackets! Then, they started bringing 
vests, scarves and knitted caps, saying: “Don’t 
worry about the cost. Take anything you want. 
You can just leave a donation for the pets.” 

As they were gathering all this, they said, “You 
have made our day—even our year! We have 
wanted to send some clothes to Africa and have 
been thwarted at every turn by customs officials. 
Now we’re able to help a family from Africa!” 
They were as happy as we were. One clerk even 
went so far as to tell me, “I’m sure you are going 
to go to heaven!” I told her that I planned on it 
(but, of course, it has nothing to do with my ‘good 
deeds.’)  

We came away, delirious with joy at how the 
Lord had made a way for us where there was no 
way. And, we had no problems on account of the 
fresh snow and driving when it was dark. 
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 The following morning when we were talking 
about the clothing which would bless our 
neighbors, I heard the Spirit say: “It’s not about 
the jackets. It’s about learning obedience.”  

                   THE BRETHREN SHARE 

1. Coming Move of the Spirit (Doug Clark): 
When Paul said “the invisible things of God are 
hidden in the visible things around us,” I always 
thought of nature, but the other day I received this 
word: “What we see happening in the natural is 
also happening in the Spirit. 

   “As God pours out His Spirit, we will see a 
new model birthed. The gas-guzzler-sport-utility 
type of ministry that depends on fossil fuel (the 
energy of the flesh, i.e. money and self-promotion) 
is going to be replaced by a smaller, energy-
efficient vehicle. Just as in the natural we are see-
ing a trend toward hybrid engines that are less de-
pendent on fossil fuel, the same is true of the new 
anointed ministry that God is raising up at this 
time. 

 “In the natural, we see entrepreneurs give birth to 
new ideas that make many large companies seem 
like inefficient dinosaurs, so will this movement of 
the Spirit be. Many large companies (ministries) 
have become inefficient and their size makes it 
difficult to adjust to changing markets (flow of the 
Spirit), whereas, the smaller companies (new min-
istries that will be birthed) are more often vision-
aries who can see and hear what the market (Holy 
Spirit) is saying and adjust very quickly. Many 
large companies fail to see the change in the mar-
ket because the change itself threatens their very 
existence. The same is true of many large minis-
tries—once a shining light, they will seem out of 
touch and out of date with what God is doing, only 
they don’t know it.  

   “Many of these ministries have become like En-
ron. They have tried to convince their stockholders 
(God’s people) that they are profitable (rich in the 
Spirit) when the reality is they are bankrupt and 
they do not have the anointing of God’s Spirit. 

   “Not all large ministries have become spiritually 
corrupt. Many have been faithful to what God has 
called them and He has blessed the works of their 
hands, however, the efficiency of God’s Spirit in 
what He is about to do will make many large min-
istries seem obsolete. There is a new ministry 
paradigm breaking forth in the earth. Listen and be 

ready. Because of consumer mistrust, new empha-
sis is placed on network marketing and referral-
based marketing. Look for the same pattern in the 
Spirit as God begins to cross paths and connect 
members of His body.”  

2. Cal Cobb’s Letter:  I am blessed beyond 
measure with the latest Gospel of the Kingdom 
newsletter!!  The prophetic word coming forth 
shot through to my heart immediately. I received a 
word a couple months back where God told me 
during a time of prayer and study that a great con-
flagration was going to take place in America "be-
fore the trees turned their leaves."  This is happen-
ing in California as I write with one of the most 
catastrophic wildfires in California history.  It is 
but the beginning of sorrow

7. Iris Hunter: “I want you to know that I thor-
oughly enjoyed your latest book “Walking with the 
Speaking God.” I didn’t want to put it down! So 
beautifully written and such good meat—no won-
der my friend told me it was delicious! I agree! 
   “It certainly is an exciting era, with God intent 
on displaying His nature through us. I’ve always 
known that I should ‘pray for my enemies’, but 
lately He has me loving some folks who are hurt-
ing us. After a few months, I was able to demon-
strate His love, and it just melted them! He loves 
us so much!  
   “I am still tucked away (a hidden one), but occa-
sionally am prompted to do something unusual for 
Him, and I just marvel at His wisdom. I’m forever 
asking for more of His wisdom!  
8. Pat Savas: A brother recently asked me what I 
thought today’s “church” looks like. I believe the 
true ecclesia comprises mostly humble, hidden 
ones, out of the box, outside the camp; each has a 
passion for God and an intimate knowledge of 
Him. The lights of their everyday lives are burning 
brightly in this dark world. When they break a 
morsel, you know they have been eating of Life.”  
9. Jamie & Pamela Russell: The church as a 
whole has been taught that only Christ is first 
fruits, but I believe they are a company of Chris-
tians who have overcome by the power of Jesus. I 
Cor. 15:23 says, “…every man in his own order: 
Christ the first fruits; afterward they that are 
Christ’s at His coming. These are the sons of God 
for whom the whole creation is waiting for their 
manifestation.

   My sister-in-law saw a vision in the early 50’s 
showing cities in America blown up and on fire, 
carnage everywhere.

I looked up while 
still contemplating the subject and noticed the 
complete tree was covered with very small green 
figs the size of a grape. I reached above my head 
and lifted a leaf, and to my amazement, hanging 
above me was a large ripe purple fig. I was trans-
fixed.
