    The Internet is filled with somber declarations of 
impeding judgment on America and the nations. New 
watch dates are forecast almost daily, and many fall to 
the ground while the prophets present various excuses 
to salvage their reputations.  
    Daily there is something ominous in the news con­
cerning  the  economy,  the  banking  crisis,  America’s 
pressure on Israel to divide up her land, the erosion of 
personal rights by an aggressive, sinister authoritarian 
government, the hyping of the flu pandemics, etc. The 
signs are everywhere of an approaching storm. 
    Some would like to know when the storm will hit 
with all its fury. The Spirit says, “Soon!” Some would 
like to know the specifics so that they can prepare. Yet 
there  is  something  that is  very critical  to understand 
that very few are speaking about:  What is God’s pur­
pose in sending all of these troubles upon the earth?  
    Troubles are not new—every age has an abundance 
of troubles. Yet, at the end of this present age, the earth 
is  to  experience  troubles  that  will  dwarf all  that  has 
come before.  Mark 13:19-20, “For those days will be  
a time of tribulation such as has not occurred since  
the beginning of the creation which God created, un­
til  now,  and never shall.  And unless the Lord had  
shortened those days, no life would have been saved;  
but  for  the  sake  of  the  elect  whom He chose,  He  
shortened the days.”  
    As the hour gets nearer for the sons of God to be re­
vealed, mature sons who bear the unmistakable charac­
ter,  power and authority  of  the  ascended  Christ,  the 
earth must experience birth pangs. These birth pangs 
will grow more severe and more frequent just before 
the sons of God are revealed.
    Rom. 8:18-22, “For I consider that the sufferings 
of this present time are not worthy to be compared  
with the glory that is  to be revealed to us. For the  
anxious longing of the creation waits eagerly for the  
revealing of the sons of God. For the creation was  
subjected to futility, not of its own will, but because  
of Him who subjected it, in hope that the creation it­
self also will be set free from its slavery to corruption  
into the freedom of the glory of the children of God.  

For we know that the whole creation groans and suf­
fers the pains of childbirth together until now.”
    Paul declares that the sufferings manifested in the 
creation  are  birth  pangs.  Nowhere  is  this  suffering 
more acute than among mankind, especially those who 
are experiencing the formation of Christ within them­
selves.  There  is  no  other  method  by  which  Christ 
might be formed among the creation than to subject it 
to suffering. After the fall, Yahweh declared this to be 
so in the form of a parable that is experienced by tens 
of thousands of women.
    Gen.  3:16,  “To  the  woman (God)  said,  ‘I  will  
greatly multiply your pain in childbirth. In pain you 
shall being forth children….”
    Why did Yahweh choose to inflict this specific judg­
ment  upon the woman? It  was to reveal a very pro­
found truth. The physical realm would serve as a par­
able of the spiritual realm. Heb. 5:7-8,  “Who, in the 
days of His flesh,  when he had offered up prayers  
and supplications  with vehement cries  and tears  to  
Him who was able to save Him from death and hav­
ing been heard in respect  to that which he feared,  
though  being  a  Son,  he  learned  obedience  by  the 
things which He suffered.” Christ’s experiences serve 
as a pattern for all who would be conformed to the im­
age of God the Father.
    We find that the first woman stands as a symbol of 
the creation, of Israel, and of the Church. The creation 
is groaning in anticipation of the sons of God being re­
vealed, in the same way that a woman groans in child­
birth. The Bride of Christ, that remnant portion of the 
body of Christ, must experience birth pangs that sons 
in  the  image  of  Christ  might  be  manifested  to  the 
world.  These  pains,  while  being  experienced,  are  a 
great  grief,  yet  they are  forgotten when a son is  re­
vealed.
    John 16:20-21, “Truly, truly, I say to you, that you 
will weep and lament, but the world will re- joice; you  
will be sorrowful, but your sorrow will be turned to  
joy. Whenever a woman is in travail she has sorrow,  
because her hour has come; but when she gives birth  
to the child, she remembers the anguish no more, for  
joy that a man has been born into the world.”
    Do you see the spiritual parable in Christ’s words? 
The suffering of the church, of those who are true dis­



ciples of Christ—following in His footsteps, is com­
pared to a woman experiencing birth pangs. Christ 
declares that her anguish is forgotten when she sees 
what she has given birth to—a man child. He is sig­
nifying  with  these  words  that  the  suffering  of  the 
church is  for the purpose of  bringing forth  mature 
sons  in  His  image  and likeness.  There is  no other 
means by which sons might be formed and revealed 
to  the  world.  Christ  is  our  pattern.  He walked the 
path that was required of all sons if they are to be 
perfected (matured). We must follow in His footsteps 
if we’re to also be manifested as sons.
    Heb. 12:1-2, “Therefore, since we have so great a 
cloud of witnesses surrounding us, let us also lay 
aside every encumbrance, and the sin which so eas­
ily entangles us and let us run with endurance the 
race  that  is  set  before  us,  fixing  our  eyes  on 
Yahshua, the author and perfecter of faith, who for  
the joy set before Him endured the cross, despising 
the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of  
the throne of God.”
    Christ endured the cross for the joy set before hm. 
A woman experiences the pains of childbirth for the 
joy set before her. We, too, will embrace momentary, 
light afflictions by setting our eyes on the joy before 
us. II Cor. 4:17-18, “For momentary, light affliction 
is producing for us an eternal weight of glory far  
beyond  all  comparison,  while  we look not  at  the 
things which are seen, but at the things which are  
not seen….” We cannot arrive at the glory to come 
except by passing through these present afflictions. 
There is no other path offered to being seated with 
Christ on His throne.
    A day will come when these sufferings will be be­
hind us. The first things that all must pass through (I 
Peter 4:12-13) will give way to those things to come. 
John received a revelation of that day, Rev. 21:3-4, 
“And I heard a loud voice from the throne, saying,  
‘Behold, the tabernacle of God is among men, and 
He  shall  dwell  among  them,  and  He  shall  wipe  
away every tear from their eyes; and there shall no 
longer be any death; there shall no longer be any  
mourning, or crying, or pain; the first things have 
passed away.”
    Before a woman holds a son in her arms, she must 
experience pain.  Before we are revealed as mature 
sons  of  God  we  must  also  pass  through  the  first 
things. Many Christians have adopted a false mind­
set. Satan has deceived them—appealing to the de­
sires of the flesh, and its great aversion to suffering. 
He has persuaded them to adopt a view that they are 

to  have  uninterrupted  blessings.  Poverty,  hunger, 
sickness,  trials,  suffering,  reproaches,  persecution, 
are viewed as enemies to be avoided.
    There are times when God would deliver us from 
such things, yet  there is appointed for  every  son of 
God, a cup of suffering from which they must drink. 
When we are presented with  this cup,  we must re­
spond as did the firstborn Son of God. Luke 22:42-
33,  “Father,  if  You are  willing,  remove this  cup  
from Me; yet not My will, but Your will be done.”  
When the Father reveals that we must drink from a 
cup of suffering, we must not refuse it. It is intended 
for our perfecting as sons. 
    “Man is born for trouble as sparks fly upward.” 
Why do you suppose the scriptures use this specific 
analogy? Our ascent upwards is both a fiery path and 
a  path  of  great  trouble.  We  are  all  born  for  such 
things. We are destined to sit with Christ upon His 
throne,  and  the  pathway  to  the  throne  is  ever  the 
same.  Let  us  hold  fast  to  the  will  of  God for  our 
lives, not shrinking back from the suffering that our 
Father reveals to be for our perfecting as sons. He 
will surely walk with us through the fire. We will not 
suffer any loss. As the three men cast into the fiery 
furnace, the only thing that was consumed was the 
cords that bound them.
     When we embrace those fiery trials before us, not 
only are we set free, but we will find that the Son of 
God has never been as close to us as He is when we 
willingly become partakers of His suffering. Though 
you may be cast alone into the fire, there will be two 
who walk there!
    Rom. 8:35-39, “Who shall separate us from the 
love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or per­
secution,  or  famine,  or  nakedness  or  peril,  or  
sword? Just as it is written, ‘For Thy sake we are 
being put to death all day long; We were considered  
as sheep to be slaughtered.’ But in all these things  
we  overwhelmingly  conquer  through  him  who 
loved us.  For I am convinced that neither death,  
nor  life,  or  angels,  nor  principalities,  or  things  
present,  or things to come, or powers, nor height  
nor  depth,  nor  any  other  created  thing,  shall  be  
able to separate us from the love of God, which is  
in Christ Jesus our Lord.”
    In the fire we walk with Christ. In the fire we are 
set free! 
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                      From My Prayer Times            Elaine
1. End of the Sixth Day: I was in travail in the spirit 
and  the  thought  that  was  uppermost  was  what  it 
would be like at the end of the sixth day—man’s day. 
I heard the Spirit say: “They have robbed Me of My 
deity and have taken it unto themselves.
     “What does it mean: the Day of the Lord? Have I 
not warned that it would be a Day of great darkness, 
of tumult and distress, yet in it there would shine a 
great light through a prepared people. Multitudes of 
My born-ones are looking eagerly to depart from this 
earth and leave it  to the wrath it deserves (in their 
eyes). They do not acknowledge that all have sinned 
and come short of the glory of God. There is  none 
righteous, no, not one, unless they have been clothed 
upon with My garments of salvation and My robe of 
righteousness.
     “My people carry on, unaware that the earth and 
all its inhabitants stand at a pivotal point in the his­
tory of mankind.  They believe that all  things shall 
continue as they have always been. And, they anti­
cipate that their greatest fear will be removed when 
they are raptured out of this present evil world to join 
Me in heavenly places. They know not how to walk 
there, for they know not how to walk with Me.
     “See this town (Manchester, City of Hope, Ken­
tucky shared in the last paper) as an example of My 
judgments—righteous prayers arising in My people 
with  a  goal  of  setting  mankind  free  and  breaking 
every yoke. This is My judgment: sin being exposed 
and openly dealt with—evil  being brought to light; 
wickedness being exposed and judged. These are all 
operations  of My righteous judgment  that  you will 
see in the Day of the Lord. It shall surely be a time of 
Jubilee—of setting captives free and breaking every 
yoke! 
     “Many believe this will be done by My mercy 
alone, so they seek Me early and late for My mercy. 
My mercy  shall  first  reveal  and  judge  all  unright­
eousness, then My true righteousness can come forth 
without hindrance. If I granted mercy without repent­
ance and a change of heart, there would be no lasting 
change in a person’s heart. He must despise his old 
ways in order to love Mine. And I must allow a man 
to suffer for his iniquity before I should cleanse him 
of  it.  I  have  even  allowed  My chosen  vessels  (as 
David and Joseph) to suffer in various ways to learn 
My ways. Shall I not also prove men of the world in 
the same manner?
     “This shall be the Day of the Lord when I expose 
the darkness and evil of the carnal man and reveal to  

him that he cannot be his own god. It is  My Day 
and man shall learn My way. Rejoice to be a part of 
My judgment in the earth in this, My Day!”
2. What Kind of Judge Is He?  My heart has been 
burdened for some time over the inhumanity of vari­
ous branches of the government toward the common 
people. This is particularly in health matters: experi­
menting on natives in Canada with harmful vaccines, 
servicemen who have no say in the matter being used 
in medical experiments, squashing alternative health 
treatments  because they don’t  make money for the 
pharmaceutical companies—it goes on and on. 
     For several days the thought was upon my mind 
that the golden calf is still being worshipped just as 
in Israel’s time. Everything is done for profit. When 
all is said and done, the god of mammon is still alive 
and well and is being worshipped on a grand scale! 
Jesus warned us of this. The Spirit spoke to me about 
it one day:
     “It has grown to a tremendous size in our day and 
is set up as an idol in the eyes of My people—in fact, 
it  is the goal of almost  everyone’s life.  The world 
thinks you are ‘weird’ if you do not join them in that 
pursuit.  To have all the material  things that money 
can buy is  counted as ‘success’ in this  generation. 
Yet,  those  who have  ‘everything’  have  nothing  of 
value, for what they have shall be blown away as if it 
had never been.
     “I will not accept the offering of the golden calf 
upon My altar. Only when I se the Blood will I pass 
over a soul’s iniquity. Many shall weep and wail as 
they did when Noah and his family were safe in My 
Ark and they were outside of it. And I did not open 
the door for their crying. They needed to go through 
the flood that would take them to the other side, to a 
place where their  flesh would no longer  have pre-
eminence and their heart-motives would be exposed 
unto them and judged.
     “Many say in this day: ‘Our God is not a cruel 
judge. He will have mercy upon every man.’ I am a 
judge—a setter-forth of that which is  just and true, 
and am a condemner of none. Yet, in My judgment 
there  must  be  true  repentance  or  there  can  be  no 
change of heart. It is this that so many of My chil­
dren have not seen.  Either  they condemn Me as a 
harsh judge, or extol Me as One Who judges not. 
    “I am neither of these. I am righteous and I can­
not  cease  dealing  with  My creation  (all  of  man­
kind) until  they are righteous as I am righteous!  
My goal is not to punish sinners for their sin—it is to 
redeem them from their sinful state to walk with Me 
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in holiness. This takes love, mercy, and judgment to 
make  a  man  in  My  image,  a  reflection  of  My 
nature!”
3.  Sweeping His  House:  “When a woman sweeps 
the floor, does she not create dust in the air? Am I 
not now sweeping clean My living temples that all 
might see Me living within? Yea, this is happening 
first in My people, and now in the world.
     “Let not fear strike at your hearts My little ones. 
Look to Me that I should sweep out of your temple 
all that offends and is a lie.
     “How will the world see Me as I am if they do not 
see Me in you? Many spoken words have gone forth; 
many books have been written, yet their impact has 
been small compared to one humble person who will 
hear My Word and obey it.
     “This is the culmination of My plan. My judg­
ments, upon saint and sinner alike, are to this end—
that I might be seen and known in the earth. When 
you understand this in your heart  you can have no 
reason to fear, for I am performing My good will and 
pleasure in the earth!”

                    Thou Shalt Not Steal              Elaine
     I feel to share the ‘burden of the Lord’ with you. 
Lately,  my  phone  has  been  jumping  off  the  hook 
with  believers  calling  because  their  gatherings  are 
being invaded by those with a mixture of Kingdom 
and New Age teachings. Some can discern the differ­
ence, and others cannot. I am going to share on this 
subject from some most reputable writers. 
1. Malcolm Smith:  Jesus said to the man who was 
healed,  “Thy  sins  are  forgiven.”  There  are  two 
words there that are most embarrassing in our gener­
ation. He said the word ‘sin’ and the word ‘forgive­
ness’! Wherever you use the word ‘forgiveness’, you 
are intimating there is sin. If I’m forgiven, it’s be­
cause of sin!
     Sin means you have ‘missed the mark’, that you 
have deliberately set up another standard of life! You 
have missed God’s standard. You have violated the 
absolutes. You’ve gone your  own way which means 
that you have taken the posture of an enemy of God.
     In this generation we have done away with sin! In 
fact, many Christians, in the presence of humanists, 
are embarrassed to say the word ‘sin’. The fact is, 
when I call a person a ‘sinner’, I am giving them dig­
nity and honor because only persons made in God’s 
image could be sinners. You have to be a responsible 
person to perform an action to be a sinner.

     When  humanism destroyed  man’s  dignity,  it 
began by taking away the possibility of sin and say­
ing, “Today we’re not sinners. We have no respons­
ibility in life. We don’t have consequences. We are, 
rather,  victims.  If  this  was  today,  Jesus  wouldn’t 
have said,  ‘Your sins are forgiven you.’ He would  
have set up a counseling appointment!  We’ll find 
out how you were abused as a child until we find it 
wasn’t your fault at all. You were a victim.”
     When I started saying that Jesus was against sin, 
people asked, “Have you stopped preaching uncondi­
tional love?” 
     I said, “That’s not the point! God is unconditional 
love! He doesn’t love us because of our performance. 
He loves us because of Who He is. But He never dis­
misses sin with ‘That’s okay! Aw, shucks, just forget 
it!” When we say that God doesn’t love you because 
of your performance yesterday,  we don’t mean that 
He dismisses your performance yesterday as nothing.  
Unconditional Love comes to me, the sinner, loving 
me with unconditional  love,  and giving to me for­
giveness. But if I won’t take the forgiveness, (which 
means that I have to take the posture of a sinner who 
was wrong), and I reject God’s forgiveness to be re­
conciled to Him, I won’t do that. I can’t take it.
     So God loves me unconditionally all the way to 
hell, if need be! But, if I will not take the place of a 
sinner to say, “I am wrong. I need God’s forgiveness 
and I cannot even conceive unconditional love. I can­
’t take it!” 
     Unconditional  love is  finally expressed in the 
cross of Jesus,  His death,  His blood-shedding,  and 
His resurrection. That is unconditional love! “I have 
taken your sin for your pardon.” If I reject that, I’m 
rejecting  unconditional  love!  He comes  to  us—He 
doesn’t say, “Just forget it. God loves you. It doesn’t 
matter!” He comes right to the point and says, “Your 
sins are forgiven you.”
2. Jane Leade: ( In The Laws of Paradise, the Lord 
showed her the spiritual  meaning of the Ten Com­
mandments. We need to know No. 8,  “Thou shalt  
not steal.”)  “Now, this related first to God and then 
to the world. The Father appropriates unto Himself 
that  which  He will  not  give  to  any,  much  less  be 
robbed by any.  What do you think that is? He has 
freely given us all things. But there is one thing that 
He will not give us and He will not permit us to rob 
Him of!  It is His Godhead, which none are to as­
sume to themselves after any manner whatever. It  
is a high sacrilege to steal this honor away from  
that Holy Being to whom only it belongs.”
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    (Elaine says: Some years ago the Lord spoke to 
my heart,  “As a watchman upon the wall, it is your 
responsibility to cry aloud and to warn of the enemy  
that cometh to deceive, kill and destroy the humble 
faith  of  My   children,  and  place  before  them  the 
Godhead which is not theirs to have.”) 
     This is basically new Age doctrine: “I am God 
and you are God.” The Godhead is not ours to have! 
If you try to take it, you are stealing from God, and 
God says, ‘Thou shalt not steal.’ If you hear any­
body saying this, you have a right to say, “You are a 
thief! You are stealing from God that which is His 
right alone! 
     A person may object, “Oh, far be it for me to rob 
the Most High of His honor”, but Adam was guilty 
of subtle deceit and we have all inherited it. By his 
act  of  disobedience,  he  stole  from  his  Maker  the 
Glory of His Sovereignty and would have assumed 
the Godhead to himself by going forth into a divided 
essence to be wise in the property of self.  He wanted 
to have all the good things of God, but on his own 
terms. And so he wanted to be divided—to know all 
about this knowledge of good and evil here, but still 
have all the good things from God. When he chose to 
be  wise in  the  property  of  self,  he  had committed 
high theft in Paradise. The moment he decided to be 
his own god, God caused him to fall and he fell into 
this  sense realm which has been such a curse to us 
all. 
    (Elaine: People are still asking me how to discern 
New Age doctrines. Look for these key words: there 
is no sin, and no death--sin and death are illusions; I 
am God or I Am;  Jesus was no different from any 
other man; it’s all love! 
     (If there were no sin or death, Jesus need not have 
come. He suffered death for all men because of sin! 
If sin is an illusion, then people must be blind, un­
able  to  see  the  kind  of  world  we live  in,  and  the 
things that are happening in it! It’s just like saying, 
‘the Emperor has no clothes on!” It is far from ‘love, 
love.’ If Jesus was the same as any other man (i.e. 
not born of the divine seed of God) we are yet in our 
sins and death is still upon us. 
     (I don’t know about you, but I know this world 
would be pitiful if I were God! I rejoice that I need a 
Saviour who will deliver us from being divided from 
Him in self. He gives us His life so that we may walk 
in faith which opens the doors in the Spirit and unites 
those divided essences.”)
     The Lord spoke to Jane Leade, “Return to Him 
and work in an undivided spirit.”  In other words, 

“Let your eye be single, not concerned about your 
own way but concerned about His way. ‘Father, what 
would You have me to do? What is your good pleas­
ure?’ Let the Spirit work to recover all the lost good 
in you which the subtle serpent and the harlotry spirit 
of this world has cheated your God. Cease from eat­
ing of the forbidden tree. Live by the Spirit of faith, 
the key of faith, which opens the doors in the Spirit 
and unites those divided essences.” 
3—From Tony Salmon Who Had been Trapped by  
New  Age  Teachings:  I  never  would  have  strayed 
from the Lord and entered such flagrant sin as I did if 
I  would have remained in the pure word that is in 
Christ Jesus. He alone is the foundation; He alone is 
the Savior, and He alone is the truth. When we stay 
close to  Jesus He keeps us safe;  when we wander 
from the safety of His covering, we expose ourselves 
to countless deadly dangers lurking in the shadows.
     The “I AM” message teaches that I am not the 
offspring  of  God by regeneration  through the  new 
birth in Christ Jesus. I am simply God manifesting in 
human flesh. God became physical and looked like 
me! That message teaches that our only problem is 
that  we have forgotten that we are God!  God chose 
to  become me and in  so doing He put  Himself  to 
sleep to the reality of Who He is so that he could live 
life as me and then awaken to His true identity once 
again. For this to be true there can be no sin. Sin is 
simply a mistaken identity. Forget about all the sacri­
fices  the  Lord  required  in  the  old  Testament  that 
showed that  we are  sinners in  need of redemption 
and that gave Messianic promise to the Savior who 
would come and bear our sins in His body and give 
His life on the cross for us. The sacrifices and all of 
their meanings are all too plain. Man was fallen and 
needed redemption.
     The New Age message stems from the very first 
lie,  the  original  hiss  of  the  serpent  in  the  garden 
which said, “…you’ll be as gods.” I saw that when I 
first repented. That was the lie and that is the very 
same lie that has been told ever since. Mormons have 
one form of it; New Agers have another form, and 
many Kingdom believers have yet another form of it. 
When God came to Adam and Eve, He did not tell 
them would be as gods! He told them that the seed of 
the woman, Jesus, would crush the head of  the ser­
pent who told them that they would be as gods. God 
spoke to them of the sorrow, pain, and death would 
now come into the world because they believed that 
lie and then He spoke to them of sacrifice, redemp­
tion, and of Jesus.
