     My name is Emilie. I am 16 years old and I live 
in Georgia, and go to a private Christian school. I 
have been raised in church.

He just scared 
me and made me angry, and I didn't want to have 
anything  to  do  with  Him.  I  would  pretend  like  I 
prayed  and  read  my  bible,  but  honestly  I  didn't 
because I felt like every time I opened my bible to 
read it, I would just get more scared and confused.

     “Men who knew not the nature of God have said 
things  like  this  of  Him:  (1)  “The road to  hell  is  
paved  with  the  skulls  of  unbaptized  babies.  It  is  
everlasting  wrath.  It  would  be  dreadful  to  suffer  
this  fierceness  and  wrath  of  Almighty  God  one  
moment;  but  you  must  suffer  it  throughout  all  
eternity.” (2)The sight of hell’s torments will exalt  
the  happiness  of  the  saints  forever…Can  the  
believing  Father  in  heaven  be  happy  with  His  
unbelieving children in Hell…I tell you, yea! Such  
will  be  His  sense  of  justice  that  it  will  increase 
rather  than  diminish  his  bliss.”  (Jonathan 
Edwards).
     “Countless others have created a god after their 
own image and likeness. It was certainly not in any 
manner  the  image  and  likeness  of  which  the 
scriptures speak when they are translated properly. 
When the scriptures declare God to be unchange- 

able, how can people portray God as one who does 
change?  This  is  what  they  do  by  saying  that  He 
loves every human being unconditionally while they 
breathe air. But He forever forsakes and hates them 
after  they  die  if  they  haven’t  confessed  Jesus  as 
their Lord; haven’t been baptized; or didn’t belong 
to the right church, etc. By believing such, they are 
saying that God will change. 
     What  are the true meanings  of mistranslated 
Biblical terms like ‘everlasting, eternal, forever, and 
without end’? The Hebrew word “olam” is usually 
translated as “eternity” or “forever” in the KJV of 
the Bible. This word literally means “that which is  
beyond the horizon” or “hidden.” Although God is 
eternal, the Hebrew’s statement,  “God is olam,” is 
not  in  reference  to  Him  being  eternal.  They  are 
saying that He is “unknown” or “hidden.” “Olam” 
and “aion”  mean that which is hidden or unknown,  
and it is a period of time of unknown length.
     Believers know how wrong it is to add or take 
away  from  the  Word,  but  here  the  translators 
changed one Hebrew word, “olam” into as many as 
four  English  words!  Did  the  translators  have  any 
right to add to or take away from the Word than we 
as believers do? We don’t,  and they certainly did 
not!  When they  did,  they  violated  a  sacred  trust, 
complicating  Bible  study,  making  the  Bible 
contradict itself, resulting in contradictory doctrines 
being considered scriptural!
     Strong’s Concordance lists “olam” as #5769. It 
was translated as ‘ancient,  old,  long,  in old time,  
world,  in  the  world,  everlasting,  forevermore,  
lasting,  perpetual,  world  without  end,  alway,  
always, continuance, eternal, for ever, ever, never,  
never any more’. Is this consistent translation? It  
is not! Here we refer only to the Old Testament.
     When  we  get  to  the  New,  we  realize  the 
translators bogged down! The Greek word ‘eon’ is 
roughly the same as our English word ‘age.’ Again, 
the translators thought ‘eon’ meant  ‘for ever’ and 
they translated it that way 51 times, but there are 40 
other texts where ‘for ever’ could not possibly have 
fit  in,  so they translated  it  ‘world’  40 times!  See 
these texts to see how ridiculous ‘for ever’ would 
have sounded: Rom. 16:25; II Tim. 1:9; Titus 1:2; 
Rom. 12:2; Mark 4:19.
    Such confusion this  has brought!  Many times 
believers  have  gathered  on  some  hill  when  some 
prophet said the end of the world had come! Those 
who are hearing the voice of the spirit know that we 
are at the end of an age, not the end of the world!
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     Another  surprise is:  Who are they who shall 
dwell  with  everlasting  burnings? Isa.  33:14-15, 
“The  sinners  in  Zion  are  afraid;  fearfulness  hath 
surprised the hypocrites. Who among us shall dwell 
with the devouring fire? Who among us shall dwell 
with  everlasting  burnings?  He  that  walketh  
righteously….”
     What’s going on here? How come the ones who 
walk righteously  are in hell?  Isn’t  that  the place 
where the sinners go, and forever and ever to never 
escape? Verses 15-16 make it clear that the elect of  
God  are  the  ones  who inhabit  the  devouring  fire 
and everlasting burnings. I know of no one who has 
chosen  it,  but  I  know  a  lot  who  have  willingly 
remained there until  the refiner’s fire has finished 
its  processing unto a perfect  work in each son of 
God. As long as there is any wood, hay or stubble in 
their being, the  unquenchable, everlasting fire will  
burn, and it will burn until it has devoured it all.  
Once  it  has  accomplished  its  mission,  the ever- 
lasting fire, that is, the age of fire, will end. For in 
the  same  manner  that  fire  is  not  applied  to  gold 
throughout eternity;  this fire ceases when the elect 
are fused into the body of Christ; for there would be 
no purpose in  keeping the fire  kindled.  However, 
after the fiery  everlasting age  of burning comes to 
its end, they who walk righteously dwell elsewhere. 
They  move  to  new living  quarters,  namely,  “He 
shall  dwell  on high”  (caught  up to God and His  
throne!)

     Shopping around in a grocery store was a young 
Islamic woman with her toddler. She was garbed in 
a loose, plain, black robe with only her fingers and 
eyes exposed. Her eyes were flashing black and her 
voice harsh with her child. In ritualistic manner she 
deftly  tightened  her  headgear  over  her  nose, 
remained aloof, and avoided any eye contact.  Her 
manner was disconcerting to me.
     I had just come from a beautiful park area (in 
Canada) where huge families speaking her language 
and dressed in her manner had occupied most of the 
park  and  playgrounds.  I  remembered  shocking 
intentions of this sect as described by a doctor of 
Islam.  Taking  into  account  their  massive 
immigration numbers,  I  noted that our city boasts 
the  third  largest  mosque  in  North  America.  My 
neighborhood  and  workplace  is  well  represented 
with their beliefs and presence.
     As I continued shopping, with her around me, 
aisle  after  aisle,  I  admitted  to  the  Lord  that  my 
feelings were not friendly towards this lady. “These 

are my enemies, Lord, and they would kill me as an  
infidel  if  the  situation  allowed  it.” Instantly,  she 
dived into a shelf beside me but did not touch me as 
she  retrieved  some  items.  Just  as  instantly,  love 
from my inner being went  “whoosh” toward her.  
So, upon asking the Lord how I  should  feel about 
those who pose a threat,  I  heard Him say,  “Love 
them;  love  your  enemies.”  The  lady  then  started 
passing furtive glances at me.
     In my corner, there was a little argument going 
on. “Lord, have they no shame, just coming in and 
taking  over  our  land?  My  forefathers  were 
worshippers of the Lord and fought in two world 
wars and labored in harsh conditions to develop this 
country. They shed blood, sweat, and tears for the 
peace and prosperity we enjoy.”
     This was the Lord’s answer to my question: “I 
am sending the Assyrians to your country.  Your  
people are now far removed from Me, worshipping  
their own gods and indulgences. Your daughters  
go out scantily clothed in pursuit of vice while this  
lady covers herself, humbly adhering to the only  
beliefs she has been given. It is I, Myself, Who is  
sending these people and they will bring judgment 
on this land, for I will empower them to do so.”
     My attitude shuffled to line up with the prophets 
of old who saw the Lord and upheld His purposes, 
even against kings and rulers. They did not oppose 
the Lord’s instrument to secure the correction of His 
people. 
     The introduction to Habakkuk from the Message 
Bible  is  relevant  here.  Set  in  the  seventh  century 
B.C., the prophet realized that God was going to use 
the godless military machine  of Babylon to  bring 
God’s  judgment  on  God’s  own  people—using  a 
godless nation to punish a godly nation! It  didn’t 
make sense, and he was quick and bold to say so. 
He dared to voice his feelings that God didn’t know 
his own God-business. Not a day has passed since 
then  that  one  of  us  hasn’t  repeated  Habakkuk’s 
bafflement: “God, You don’t seem to make sense!” 
When he waited on God he ended up in a world, 
along with  us,  where  every  detail  in  our  lives  of 
love for God is worked into something good.
     In  Chapter  One,  verse  1:5,  Habakkuk  cries, 
“God, how long do I have to cry out for help before 
You  listen?  How  many  times  do  I  have  to  yell, 
‘Help!  Murder!  Police!’  before  You  come  to  the 
rescue? Why do You force me to look at evil, stare 
trouble  in  the  face  day  after  day?  Anarchy  and 
violence break out, quarrels and fights all over the 
place. Law and order fall to pieces. Justice is a joke. 
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The wicked have the righteous hamstrung and stand 
justice on its head.
     “God says, “Look! Look around at the godless 
nations. Look long and hard. Brace yourself  for a 
shock. Something’s about to take place and you’re 
going to find it hard to believe. I’m about to raise up 
Babylonians to punish you. Babylonians, fierce and 
ferocious—world-conquering Babylon, grabbing up 
nations  right  and  left,  a  dreadful  and  terrible 
people….out to kill. Death is on their minds.”
     Verse 12: “God, you chose Babylonians for your 
judgment  work?  Rock-Solid  God,  you  gave  them 
the job of discipline? But you can’t be serious! You 
can’t condone evil! So why don’t You do something 
about this? Why are You silent now? This outrage! 
Evil men swallow up the righteous and you stand 
around and watch!”
     Ch.2:1-17, “I’ll wait to see what God says, how 
He’ll answer my complaint.”
     “And then God answered,  ‘Write  this.  Write 
what  you  see.  Write  it  out  in  BIG  BLOCK 
LETTERS SO THAT IT CAN BE READ ON THE 
RUN. This vision-message is a witness pointing to 
what’s coming….If it seems slow in coming, wait. 
It’s on its way. It will come right on time.
     “Look at that man, bloated by self-importance—
full of himself but  soul-empty….Note well: Money 
deceives; the arrogant rich don’t last…Who do you 
think  you  are—getting  rich  by  stealing  and 
extortion? How long do you think you can get away 
with this?....Who do you think you are—recklessly 
grabbing and looting, Living it up, acting like king 
of  the  mountain,  …Who  do  you  think  you  are—
building a town by murder,  a city with crime? …
Who do you think you are—inviting your neighbors 
to your  drunken parties,  giving them too much to 
drink…You thought  you  were having the time of 
your  life.  Wrong! It’s  a  time of  disgrace.  All  the 
time you were drinking, you were drinking from the 
cup of God’s wrath.”
     Ch. 3:1-2, Habakkuk prays, “God, I’ve heard 
what our ancestors say about You, and I’m stopped 
in my tracks, down on my knees. Do among us what 
You  did  among  them.  Work  among  us  as  You 
worked among them, And as You bring judgment, 
as You surely must, remember mercy.” 
     (Elaine: A while back, the Spirit spoke to me, 
“Yea,  I  use even evil  men to fulfill  My purposes 
unto  My  Own  in  the  earth.  They  shall  be  the 
weapon  in  my  Hand  that  shall  judge  those  who 
served Me in word only,  yet  their hearts were not 
yielded  to  Me.  When  My  instruments  of  war 

remove  from them  their  comforts,  they  will  turn 
from Me to that which is no god. In this way will I 
test them until  they cry for My presence to be in 
their midst.
     (“This shall you see in the earth—a great falling-
away in the midst of the land. This I do for  good, 
and not  for  evil  unto  My people, that  they might 
know  Me  truly  and  desire  to  walk  in  My ways. 
Stand still  in  the  midst  of  the  shakings,  for  your 
peace  shall  draw  many  unto  Me.”  (end  of 
prophecy).
     (The Lord gave us several confirmations of this 
message.  On  the  same  day  that  Kristal’s  letter 
arrived,  Elisabeth  was  led  to  read  the  scriptures 
from  Habakkuk  that  deal  with  this  subject.  In 
addition, I had a call from a friend in France. When 
I asked her how things were in her country, she said 
they were in troublous times. Christians were being 
restricted in many ways and were being set up for 
persecution from forces that were operating there. I 
believe this is happening in many countries and the 
Lord is in it to bring His children back to Himself!)

     A while ago it came on me so strongly that I 
needed  to  thank  God  specifically  for  things  that 
were more easily issues of complaint or self-pity or 
even perhaps somewhat ‘begrudged’ faith. So I did, 
thanking the Lord for all the things I felt like I was 
hating and all the things I wished were different in 
my  life.  I  thanked  the  Lord  that  things  were 
specifically the way they were, including me and all 
the folks in my world. It cleared up some cobwebs.
     One of the main things in my mind has been 
Joseph in the prison (if there was ever a place for 
lamentations, weeping and self-pity), yet he walked 
in the Spirit  in the prison. Not knowing when his 
redemption would come, probably sensing it would 
come some day, probably getting his hopes up when 
the Pharaoh’s butler went back to Pharaoh, only to 
find the hand of man seemingly let him down again. 
How destroyed he must have been when he realized 
the  butler  had  forgotten  all  about  him—yet  still 
remaining God’s man in the prison, for another two 
years.
     His imaginations of various scenarios of human 
rescue  had  perhaps  by  that  time  subsided  and he 
became content in God in prison. And that’s when 
the  dreams  came  to  Pharaoh  and  the  butler 
remembered Joseph from prison. Joseph was lifted 
out  of  prison by the  Unseen Hand of  God at  the 
proper time, to become in the end, a type of Christ 
the Son as the Father’s agent throughout the whole 
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land, the redeemer of His people Israel who came to 
him out of the famine in Canaan.
    And then we realize that this Joseph is us, and 
we, he.  Isn’t it too much? In our past we were the 
hungry sojourners who came in from the desert out 
of a great famine, but the story of Joseph is how we 
are not just to be the rescued or the delivered, but in 
Joseph (Christ in us) we ourselves now become the 
Rescuer,  the  Deliverer.

A 
man  sprayed  the  lawn  and  deck  floor  with 
LISTERINE and the little demons disappeared. The 
next year I filled a 4-ounce spray bottle and sprayed 
the area around the food table, and children’s swing 
and the standing water nearby. During the summer, 
I don’t leave home without it. (Sent in by Sam Van 
Arsdale—thanks, Sam!)
2. Rita Speers:  In a dream the other night, I heard 
myself say that we are beginning  a new era.  I am 
seeing that this is so!
3.  Elisabeth  Campbell:  I  remember  when  I  first 
heard the voice of God speak to me (I did not know 
that God would actually speak to an ordinary person 
like me). I was driving home from a very bad day at 
work  and  I  heard  this  voice  speak  right  into  the 
situation I had left. I actually looked around in the 
car to see who had spoken and there was no one 
there. I felt I had surely heard the voice from the 
outside. This gave me insight into the situation and 
a peace that I had never experienced before. 

    Eventually,  I  began to  hear  the voice of God 
speaking to me from the inside, and from then on, I 
heard Him in a still, small voice and have learned 
that  this  is  one  of  the  ways  in  which  my loving 
heavenly  Father  communicates  with  me  by  His 
Spirit. I know that He speaks to a readily listening 
heart, an obedient heart and a waiting heart.
    In June/10, the Lord spoke to my heart, “When 
you  first  knew  that  you  heard  Me  speak  in  an 
audible voice, you didn’t quite know that I would 
speak in this  way to such an one.” (This was the 
first feast.)

    The man with the cancer received great  news 
from the  doctor.  His  liver  was  working  at  100% 
even though it had been corrupted by over 40% of 
that organ! I received this news only five days after 
He did His work. His rule is the perfect way!

7—HOPE  INFUSION:  Your  dose  of  
transformation  news.  Natural  disaster,  super-  
natural response. (Sent by Damaris Faulkner)
     On Dec. 24/04, a horrified world watched the 
Indian  Ocean  Tsunami  wipe  entire  towns,  cities, 
and regions from the map of Southeast Asia. Aside 
from  the  swift  and  historic  humanitarian 
outpouring,  could  any  lasting  redemption come 
from such a massive tragedy?
     The following testimony submitted by Harvest 
evangelism Thailand Director, Pastor Brian Burton, 
reveals  the  answer.  (hint  –  it  involves  prayer 
evangelism!)
     On Jan. 5/05, just a few days after the Asian 
Tsunami,  we  discovered  a  group  of  Morgen  Sea 

Gypsies  camped  out  on  the  mainland  who  were 
survivors from an island that had been completely 
destroyed by the tidal wave. An outbreak of chicken 
pox  had  broken  out  among  the  children  and  we 
were visiting survivors up and down the coastline 
with  a  medical  team.  After  two  days,  the  people 
asked  why we  were  helping  them.  We told  them 
about  the  Love  of  God and  as  one,  the  villagers 
accepted Christ as their Savior on the 6th of January.
     Some may be skeptical  that  a  whole  village 
could  genuinely  get  saved  in  a  day.  However, 
amazing  events  followed  their  conversion. 
Understandably,  they were fearful of the sea. This 
was a serious predicament for people who depend 
upon  fishing  for  their  livelihood.  Such  was  the 
extent  of  their  fear  of  the sea,  that  none of them 
could  sleep  at  night  in  case  another  tsunami 
occurred.  I felt  led to pitch my tent on the beach 
between them and the sea and slept there to prove 
that they could trust God. It worked and their faith 
increased as we continued to them love and to meet 
their felt needs.
     With a new boldness in God, they determined to 
get back to fishing, but their boats had been badly 
damaged  by  the  wave.  We  looked  for  the 
appropriate  kind  of  wood  to  fix  the  boats,  but 
because  of  the  rebuilding  after  the  disaster,  there 
was  a  shortage  of  wood.  The  nearest  supply was 
three  months  away in  Australia.  Sadly,  I  told the 
Morgens that we could not get the wood.
     They said, “Pastor, why can’t we ask God for 
it?” Humbled  by their  faith,  I  led them in prayer 
around  the  campfire  that  night.  In  the  morning  I 
awoke to loud shouts of delight. As I emerged from 
my tent, I saw piles of wood all over the village. It 
could not have been delivered by truck as we would 
have heard it. The only explanation was that it had 
manifested  during  the  night  or,  as  the  villagers 
described it; it rained wood from Heaven…just like 
Manna! There was another commotion as the men 
came to  show me that  the wood had been cut to  
shape and was perfect for repairing the boats!”
     In a world where tsunamis,  earthquakes,  and 
natural disasters of all types ravage lives and leave 
scars  of  fear,  God’s  supernatural  power  is 
absolutely vital to birth redemptive new beginnings 
like  that  experienced  by  Pastor  Brian  and  the 
Morgen Sea Gypsies. And this is only a snippet of 
the  ongoing  ministry  he  and  many  believers  in 
Thailand  are  experiencing  that  is  based  on 
transformation principles. This is the type of living 
the Lord can empower all of us for daily.
